1. What are the five pillars of Islam


Belief in Allah and the finality of the prophethood of Muhammad



Establishment of daily prayers



Alms for the poor



Self purification through fasting



Pilgrimage to Mecca

2. Geographic relationships of the Early Mulim Empire: OTTOMAN LARGEST (Mediterranean Sea ,Antonia, occupied Balkans controlled Bosporus and Dardanelles), SaFaViD MeDiUm(Caspian Sea, Persia and almost to Indus, Present Day Iran), Mughal small(Northern Indus).

3. Treaty of Paris: Ended the Seven Years’ War in 1763. France regained its West Indian sugar islands, and trading posts in Africa. The British took control of Canada and the Mississippi basin.

4. Muhammad had his revelation in 610 and completed his hijrah (journey to Medina) in 622.

5. Buddhist was key in the transmission of Chinese Civilization to Japan. 

6. Empress Wu was a Tang leader who strongly promoted Buddhism, contributing large sums of money to build or improve monasteries. Her reign was followed by a severe Buddhist backlash, due to the tax exempt Buddhist lands. Empress Wu supported Buddhism because it allowed more freedom for women.
7. The ummah was the “Community of the Believers”, or the whole Muslim world. All of the Arab clans were included in this group, unified by their religious beliefs.
8. The end of Ottoman dominance was foretold  by their defeat at the Battle of Lepanto in 1571 where they fell to a combined Spanish and Venetian fleet.

9. The Japanese allowed the Dutch to carry on commerce on the island of Deshima in the Nagasaki bay. By this time (1640s) almost all Europeans nation were excluded from Japanese trading. Even though trading had nearly halted the Japanese still kept an eye on the Europeans, so they were more prepared for the military incursion of the mid 19th century.

10. Vasco de Gama was the first European to sail around Africa to India(1498). His crew was surprised to find that the Indians in Calicut weren’t interested in their crude pots and coarse cloth they brought to trade.
11. Portugal laid claim to Brazil and every thing to the right of the treaty of Tordesillas line, The Spanish got every thing to the left.
12. Ferdinand Magellan claimed the Philippines for the Spanish. His crew was the first to sail around the world.

13. Pre-Islamic Bedouin religion was a blend of animism and polytheism, or the worship of many gods and goddesses. Some recognized a supreme god, Allah, but they hardly ever prayed to him.
14. The first year of the Islamic calendar is 638.

15. In a monopoly a certain company or country controls all of the trade of a certain product.

16. The Janissaries were Ottoman soldiers, most had been taken from conquered areas. They were given a n extensive education and became vital to the success of the Ottomans in warfare (They had all the firepower). Eventually the Janissaries wielded more power than the aristocracy.
17. Slavery in Africa was the only way individuals or lineages could become wealthy because all land was owned by the state or the ruler.

18. Potosi was the largest silver mine of all. It produced eighty percent of Peruvian silver, at the cost of the Indian slaves and miners.

19. Both religions promised salvation to those who killed the other.(Christians killed Muslims and vice versa)
20. Silver was the major element of Spanish America’s economy.
21. Mercantilism drove country’s to have a good trade balance. They also strived to buy less things from other countries(They didn’t want to send their hard earned money to another country).

22. The Iberian Peninsula is also known as Iberia. It includes modern day Spain Portugal, Andorra , Gibraltar and a tiny bit of France.

23. Artisans in Constantinople were organized into guilds. Guilds were made up of people engaging in the same craft or business. They protected the businesses from competition and set standards of workmanship and price.
24. Th Anatolian Peninsula is surrounded by the Black Sea to the north, the Aegean Sea to the west, the Mediterranean Sea to the south and the Iranian plateau to the east and south east. It is made up of modern day Turkey.

25.  The European diseases unleashed on the natives of the New World killed off nearly all of the Indians.

26. The Seville merchant guild registered ships passengers, kept charts, collected duties and in general controlled the Indies trade.
27. African Slaves from the Atlantic Sea Trade provided the labor for the Spanish in the Caribbean.

28. Raw materials, gun and cloth were traded with the Africans for slaves. The Portuguese also made deals with local chieftains to trade slave for military support.
29. Sliver Production in the Americas increased dramatically after 1580 thanks to some chemical stuff they did with mercury.

30. Luanda was the basis for the Portuguese colony of Angola.
31. The treaty of Tordesillas was agreed upon by the Portuguese and Spanish to clear up confusion on newly claimed land in the New World. In 1494 The Pope drew an imaginary line from north to south and gave Portuguese all the lands to the east and the Spanish all the land to the west.

32. The legal system but in place but the Spanish crown was called the encomienda system. Through this system the king granted conquistadors native laborers who they took care of. The conquistadors collected tribute from the natives(gold, labor, food)
